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William Paterson University is an academic 

community of over11,000 people.  The 

campus covers 370 acres of land in three 

different municipalities: Wayne, Haledon 

and North Haledon.  As in all communi-

ties, crime is a potential threat to any 

member of the University Community.  To 

help reduce vulnerability to crime, you 

should consistently practice preventative 

measures.                                                                      

1. Be aware that you are a potential victim     

of crime.                                                 

2. Immediately notify the University Police 

Department if any person(s) or activity 

arouses your suspicion.               

3. Protect yourself when walking                

♦ Avoid walking alone at night unless 

absolutely necessary                                 

♦ Use well-lit, commonly traveled routes.                                                         

♦ Avoid shortcuts and dark isolated 

areas                                                            

♦ Walk purposefully, know where you 

are going, and project a no-nonsense 

image.                                                          

♦ Avoid potentially dangerous 

situations.                                                     

♦ Have your door keys ready; carry 

them in your pocket, not buried in your 

purse.                                                           

♦ Park under parking lot lights 

♦ Carry change for emergency calls.       

♦ Drive to a police or fire station or an 

open place of business if you feel you 

are being followed.                                   

♦ Do not stop to help the occupants of 

disabled vehicles.  Continue driving to 

the nearest phone and call for 

assistance for them. 

7. Do not leave property unattended.                                 

♦ Do not leave property unattended in 

residence hallways, libraries, dining 

halls, academic buildings, offices, etc.                                       

♦ Record the make, serial number and 

model of all valuables and engrave 

them with your name.  This will increase 

the chances that any items recovered 

can be returned to you.  Personal 

Inventory forms are available at the 

Residence Life Office.

The State of New Jersey recognizes that 

the impact of violence on its victims and 

the surrounding community can be severe 

and long lasting.  Thus, it has established 

this Bill of Rights to articulate require-

ments for policies, procedures and services 

designed to ensure that the needs of vic-

tims are met and that the colleges and 

universities in New Jersey create and 

maintain communities that support hu-

man dignity.  Campus sexual assault vic-

tims are entitled to the following under 

the Bill of Rights:                                                 

Å The right to have allegations of sexual 

assaults treated seriously;                               

crimes as lesser offenses than the victims 

perceive the crimes to be;                                            

Å The same right to legal assistance and 

to have others present, that the accused is 

entitled to have during any campus 

disciplinary proceeding involving the 

accused;                                                          

Å The right to be notified of the 

outcome of any disciplinary 

proceeding against the accused.

Anyone with 

information warranting a timely warning 

should report the circumstances to the 

William Paterson University Police by 

phone, 973.720.2301 or in person at the 

Public Safety Building, located off of 

Pompton Road, Entry #1, first building on 

 

In the event that a situation arises, either 

on or off campus, that in the judgment of 

the Chief of University Police constitutes 

an on-going or continuing threat, a cam-

pus-wide “timely warning” 

will be issued.  The warning 

will be issued through the 

university e-mail system to 

students, faculty and staff.

Remember: Be calm, speak slowly and 

obtain the names and addresses of any  

witnesses.  It is imperative that all crime 

and suspicious activity be reported to the  

University Police Promptly.       

   By working together, the University 

community and the police can reduce 

crime on campus.  All reports of criminal 

activities or emergencies are handled by 

the appropriate public safety personnel.  

You may report criminal activities or other 

emergencies twenty-four hours a day, 

seven days a week to the University Police 

Department at 973.720.2300.   

Anonymous reporting of crimes is also 

available on the Public Safety website.  Go 

to the home page, click on University, 

then Public Safety and then Anonymous 

Reporting Form. 



♦ If you see or hear something that 

suggests to you that a gun or other 

weapon is involved, call the University 

Police immediately.  Provide as much 

detail as you can about the incident.  Be 

sure to include a description of the person 

or persons involved, the potential threat 

including possible weapons,  and the 

location and direction of flight taken by 

the actor(s), and the condition of any 

other victims.  Do so when you have taken 

cover to the best of your ability.  Do not 

attempt to disarm any individual; 

concentrate on removing yourself from 

the line of fire or the immediate threat. 

Remember, the best time to deal with a 

violent incident is before it occurs.  If you 

are aware that someone on campus has 

made a threat of violence toward another, 

In an incident involving a person or per-

sons on campus actively causing harm or 

the threat of imminent danger to any 

persons:                                                           

♦ Do not attempt to deal with the situa-

tion yourself.  Call the University Police 

immediately at ext. 2301.                               

♦ Attempt to remove yourself from the 

immediate danger if possible.                         

♦ Try to stay calm.  Once you have 

removed yourself from the apparent 

danger, remain where you are until given 

further direction by University Police or 

school authorities.                                           

♦ If you are unable to remove yourself 

from the dangerous area but are still in 

the building, lock the door of your 

residence, academic room, or other 

facility.  Remain there until notified by the 

University Police.                                              

it is your responsibility to contact 

University Police with that information as 

soon as possible.                                               

If you are aware that someone on campus 

has illegal weapons, it is your 

responsibility to report this information to 

the University.  It is William Paterson 

University Policy and New Jersey Law that 

guns or other weapons are prohibited on 

the campus.

University Police  

University Police are on duty 24 hours a 

day, seven days a week. 

All  officers are commissioned by the 

State of New Jersey and have full police 

powers.  

All officers are under the control of the 

State Attorney General as well as the 

Passaic County Prosecutors Office.  Thus 

they are required to maintain the same 

police training mandated by the New 

Jersey State Attorney General’s Office 

for all police officers.  They are also held 

accountable for their actions within the 

Laws of the State of New Jersey and the 

guidelines of the New Jersey Attorney 

General’s Office.  

All police agencies within Passaic 

County are under a mutual aid agree-

ment to assist one another in emer-

gency situations. 

Under state and county guidelines cer-

tain criminal investigations are con-

ducted with the Passaic County Prosecu-

tors Office as well as the New Jersey 

Division of Criminal Justice.   

As the University Police are responsible 

for the accurate reporting of crimes, 

we answer to the New Jersey State 

Police  for the accurate reporting in-

volving Uniform Crime Reporting 

Guidelines.  These statistics are also 

reported to the Federal Bureau of 

Investigation. 

The University also answers to the 

United States Department of Educa-

tion for the accurate reporting of 

Clery related crimes.  As such the Uni-

versity is responsible for these reports 

to be accurate and are subject to 

monetary fines should a failure  occur.   

As a result procedures are in place for 

review of all police reports, as well as 

reports made to university offices with 

significant responsibilities  with stu-

dents. 

The University Police also have an 

anonymous on-line reporting mecha-

nism in place to further facilitate these 

reports.  This is located on the Public 

Safety website.  Just click on 

“Anonymous Reporting Form,”  And 

fill out the questionnaire.  

University Police also maintains a lost 

and found area at Police Headquar-

ters. 

University Police practice annually on 

violent incident response. 

The William Paterson University Police 

Department annually conducts on 

scene simulated training in the area of a 

violent incident response. 

This training involves the use of campus 

buildings to conduct training for inci-

dents such as active shooter response. 

Officers are supplied with realistic sce-

narios with armed actors and multiple 

victims. 

This training is done with surrounding 

police departments to familiarize other 

police departments with our campus 

and have all officers in the area 

equipped with the same training to 

work cohesively together in an emer-

gency situation 

This training is accomplished with the 

use of weapons containing sub-velocity 

ammunition to make this training as 

realistic as possible for officers respond-

ing to such an emergency. 

 

 



Emergency Response 

and Notification 

William Paterson currently has the Pio-

neer Emergency Alert System in place,  

should an emergency exist.  

 Upon the confirmation of a significant 

emergency or dangerous situation by 

the William Peterson University Police or 

other similar organization that involves 

an immediate threat to the health and 

safety of the campus community, the 

Chief of Police will notify the President 

of the University and authorize the use 

of the Pioneer Emergency Notification 

System, without delay.  Unless the notifi-

cation will, in the judgment of the Chief 

of Police compromise efforts to assist 

victims or to contain, respond to, or 

otherwise mitigate the emergency. 

This system currently has emergency 

messages predetermined to expedite 

the release of emergency information. 

This notification could then be ex-

panded if necessary to the University’s 

voice mail system, email system and a 

Home Page announcement, as well as 

mass media outlets.   

Evacuation Procedures 

In every building on campus, there are 

exit signs and evacuation plans, which 

are affixed to the walls. You should 

become familiar with the exit routes 

and evacuations plans before an emer-

gency occurs. 

In the event of an emergency, please 

remain calm, gather only what clothing 

would be required for the current 

weather conditions.  

Exit the building, Evacuation/Fire war-

dens as well as Resident Assistants and 

Resident Directors  are there to assist 

and ensure the evacuation is complete.   

Report to these individuals to be di-

rected to a safe area.  This will allow for 

a head count to be taken, and take 

time to advise your loved ones that you 

are not in danger if such notification 

seems reasonable.

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Missing.  This contact could be a relative, a 

“best friend”, a neighbor, a roommate, or 

any person who would be apt to have 

daily contact with the student. 

The only reason for a student’s confiden-

tial contact to be accessed by anyone is in 

the event that a student is believed to be 

missing. As a result, access to the confi-

dential contacts of students is limited to 

supervisory persons employed within Resi-

dence Life, and access will be gained only 

if a student is believed to be missing. 

In the event that a student is reported 

missing, a member of the Campus Police 

will have access to this information.

Do not use elevators in times of emer-

gency. 

University Police will direct you further 

depending on the situation.  If a differ-

ent location for your safety is required 

they will coordinate that move.  

Emergency response is the responsibility 

of the University Police.  Should the 

situation demand further response mu-

tual aid is provided by surrounding 

towns as well as the Passaic County 

Sheriff’s Department  and other agen-

cies. 

Evacuation drills are conducted in every 

residential hall during every semester 

and every building once a year.  These 

drills are also evaluated for further im-

provement.   

These drills are not announced and are 

also conducted with Evacuation War-

dens who act as liaisons with the re-

sponding police units.   

a parent or guardian would be noti-

fied immediately.   

Within 24 hours of the report of the 

missing person being confirmed and 

being unresolved, the Campus Police 

will  distribute a missing person alert 

to members of the campus commu-

nity. 

On rare occasions, students become missing. 

In other words, there are times that a par-

ticular student’s present whereabouts is un-

known or unclear.  In order for the university 

to account for the whereabouts of a resident 

student when that student is believed to be 

missing, this must be reported to the Univer-

sity Police Immediately.   

There is no time tag for this reporting.  The 

University Police will begin a missing person 

investigation as soon as it is reported.  This 

investigation will be conducted as  specified 

in the New Jersey Attorney General Guide-

lines. 

When a student applies for housing on cam-

pus, they have the option of supplying the 

name of a specific person and contact infor-

mation for that person as a confidential con-

tact in the event that the student becomes 

the left.

Use “ICE” In Case of Emergency 

William Paterson University Police recommends using “ICE” num-

bers in personal cell phones.  A student would list ICE, ICE1, 

ICE2, etc in their cell phones and then store emergency contact 

telephone numbers, such as 

family or friends under these 

“ICE” headings.  This would 

allow Emergency Responders 

to call contact numbers im-

mediately should someone 

become sick or injured.

√ Get to know the campus police officers   

√Be careful about information the 

student chooses to share on-line.  

Whether it’s in an away message or on a 

social networking site, more people have 

access to their profile than they think. 

√ Keep their whereabouts “under 

wraps.”  Posting the student’s schedule 

on their door or online is not a good 

idea.

Reminding Students to Take Care of 

Themselves                                                    

Encourage your student to:                      

√ Lock their room door.  Even 

though they “know everyone on 

their floor,”  they can’t control 

guests and visitors strolling the 

hallways.  Same goes for off-

campus residences.  Students 

never know who might make 

their way into the neighbor-

hood.                                               

√ Ask who is at the door before 

opening it.  The residence hall 

community does not have to be 

as informal as they think.                                   

√ Walk with a buddy late at 

night. 

√ Be smart about their use of 

alcohol and other drugs.  Being 

under the influence makes it 

√ Keep their vehicle locked and store 

valuables out of site—and be cautious 

and aware when approaching their 

vehicle late at night. 

Taking Care of the Community 

Encourage your student to:                         

√ Unprop propped doors to residence 

halls or other buildings on campus.  This 

makes public safety’s job more difficult 

and compromises the overall security 

measures in place.                                          

√ Deny strangers access to the student’s 

residence hall (by not letting people in 

behind them) even if they think the 

person is a student.  Your diligence will 

keep everyone that much safer. 

√ Treat the campus grounds with 

respect.  Vandalizing and damaging 

directional signs, fire extinguishers and 

other safety equipment costs the college 

valuable funds and effort that could be 

directed to other areas.  Plus, those items 

won’t be available when a real 

emergency strikes. 

√ Report suspicious behaviors to 

appropriate campus officials, even if it’s 

“just a hunch.”  This tip may be one of 

many being received about an 

individual.  Every little bit of information 

about a potential threat is critical.
